Code Red Change

residents of dangerous situations
via telephone. The system that we
use is called Code Red and is com-
monly referred to as the reverse
911 system. Over the years as
technology has changed, several
other systems have been devel-
oped. One of which is called;
Winter Park Outreach. This emer-
gency alert system, like Code Red
has the capability to call telephone
numbers that have been registered
during times of disaster or emer-
gency.
